Course Overview

Merida Bikes MTB Marathon Builth Wells - Spring Marathon
The Spring Marathon starts in Builth from a new venue on the Royal Welsh Showground. The route heads 
east on a predominantly new course towards Hundred House. Just past the village the route turns south, 
climbing past Giants Grave on Little Hill, and onto the heather covered Gwaunceste Hill. 

It then descends close to Glascwm village, and climbs again onto Glascwm Hill, along lots of singletrack, 
across Llanbedr Hill, past Twm Tobacco’s Grave, then down a fantastic 3km descent towards Aberedw 
where the 50km route splits and heads back to Builth Wells. 

The 75km route continues with the last big climb of the day onto Aberedw Hill and finishes with another 
great singletrack descent before returning to Builth Wells.
