Course Overview
Merida Bikes MTB Marathon Llanwrtyd Wells
This year’s summer’s Merida Bikes MTB Marathon moves to Llanwrtyd Wells – a stunningly scenic area in 
the heart of mid-Wales. The event village is situated a few hundred metres from the town. 

The course is 100% new and is designed by John Lloyd who was inspired to start mountain bike riding in 
this area. Llanwrtyd Wells is also home to the first mountain bike centre in the UK.

This ride consists of four distances and will start by heading into the Irfon Forest and the Cambrian 
Mountains, before heading west to Llyn Brianne, the Towi Valley and the Doethie Valley – the latter has been 
described by many as the best natural singletrack in the country. Not to be missed.
